Inspiration of Scripture
The Bible:


Written over 1500 year period


Written by more than 40 Authors


Written on 3 Continents (Asia, Africa, Europe)


Written in 3 Languages (Hebrew, Aramaic, Greek)
The Bible claims to be inspired (breathed or spoken by God)
Plenary Verbal Inspiration of Scriptures

The concept that every word contained in the 66 Books of the Bible is God breathed (spoken by God).
