Theology – the study of Bible doctrines


Theology proper – the study of God, His attributes and His works                         

Atheism – disbelief in the existence of deity

General Revelation – God’s revelation of Himself in creation, through history, and in man’s 



  conscience

Special Revelation – God’s revelation in His Word and through His Son Jesus Christ

Cause – Something that brings about an effect or a condition

Effect - Something that inevitably follows an antecedent (as a cause or agent)
Revelation – an act of revealing or communicating divine truth
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The Law of Cause and Effect


The Law of Cause and Effect maintains that nothing exists without a cause.

With an Atheistic view, ultimately the world exists without an initial cause. 


In Christianity, God is the only uncaused cause. In other words, the Trinity is the only 
cause which 
transcends the natural law of cause and effect.


Intelligent Design


The undeniable truth of order and intricate design in our universe (on the macroscopic 
and microscopic level) necessitates a Designer.

Moral Law


Moral law is the standard of moral absolutes. Moral law assumes that objectively, there is 
a fundamental difference between right and wrong. No one (not even Darwinians) argue 


that murder, rape, or robbery are morally right or morally acceptable.


Every human being has an intrinsic sense of right and wrong (moral law).


The fact that moral law exists presupposes a moral law-giver.


Human Tradition


Every culture and people group has in it’s traditions the concept of a god, creation, and 
the after-life.
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For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse: Romans 1:20
