The Attributes of God

Definitions

Attributes – inherent characteristics (distinguishing traits, qualities, or properties)

Infinite – having no limits or boundries
Eternal – having no beginning or ending, always existing

Omniscience – the quality or state of possessing infinite knowledge

Omnipotence – the quality or state of possessing unlimited power
Omnipresence – present everywhere at the same time
Immutability – the quality of being unable to change
Supremacy – the quality or condition of being the highest in degree or quality

The Existence of God

Jehovah (the God who exists), I AM

Who is God and what is He like?

Attributes?

God is infinite in His being and His attributes are infinite.

Communicable vs. Incommunicable Attributes 
God’s communicable attributes are His qualities and characteristics which He is able to share with other beings; i.e. (Holiness, Righteousness, Justice, Mercy, Grace, etc.).

God’s incommunicable attributes are His qualities and characteristics which He alone possesses and cannot share with any other beings, i.e. (Eternality, Omniscience, Omnipotence, Omnipresence, Immutability, and Supremacy).








“In the beginning God…” (Genesis 1:1)
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God’s Incommunicable Attributes

God is Eternal – He has no beginning and no ending.
Psalm 90:2  Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever thou hadst formed the earth and the world, even from everlasting to everlasting, thou art God.

Isaiah 57:15  For thus saith the high and lofty One that inhabiteth eternity, whose name is Holy;
God is Omnipresent – There is no place in the universe that God is not simultaneously present.
Jeremiah 23:24 4  Can any hide himself in secret places that I shall not see him? saith the LORD. Do not I fill heaven and earth? saith the LORD.
Proverbs 15:3  The eyes of the LORD are in every place, beholding the evil and the good.
God is Omniscient – God knows everything without any limitation.

Psalm 147:5  Great is our Lord, and of great power: his understanding is infinite.
Ezekiel 11:5  And the Spirit of the LORD fell upon me, and said unto me, Speak; Thus saith the LORD; Thus have ye said, O house of Israel: for I know the things that come into your mind, every one of them.
Acts 15:18  Known unto God are all his works from the beginning of the world.
Matthew 10:29-30, Romans 11:33-36
God is Omnipotent – There is no limit to His power. He is able to do whatsoever He pleases.

Jer 32:17  Ah Lord GOD! behold, thou hast made the heaven and the earth by thy great power and stretched out arm, and there is nothing too hard for thee:
Luke 1:37  For with God nothing shall be impossible.
Matthew 19:26  but with God all things are possible.
Revelation 19:6 Alleluia: for the Lord God omnipotent reigneth.
God is Immutable – He is incapable of change.
Mal 3:6  For I am the LORD, I change not; therefore ye sons of Jacob are not consumed.
God is Supreme – He is above all.
