The Holy Trinity
Definitions
Trinity – 
The doctrine that God eternally exists as three persons – Father, Son, and Holy 



Spirit –  and each person is fully God, and there is one God.

Substance –
 that of which a thing consists
Essence –
 the basic, real, and invariable nature of a thing or its significant individual feature 


or features

Plurality –
a number greater than one
Unity –

the state of being one
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There be three persons in the Godhead, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost; and these three are one true, eternal God, the same in substance, equal in power and glory; although distinguished by their personal properties. Westminster Catechism #9
